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ABOUT  OUR  SCHOOL 

 
Our History  
 
The first reference to the name Bonnygate is ‘Bonycroft Field’ mentioned in the Tithe lists of 1839.  
 
In the past the land that the school is built on was part of the hunting forest owned by the Belhus 
Estate.  Oak Trees from this time are still standing nearby on the play/park area bordering Daiglen 
Drive.  This area is known locally as ‘Bonnygate Woods’  
 
The school was built in 1955, originally an Infant and Junior School, we are now a Primary School, 
incorporating a nursery, housed in two buildings.   We have extensive playing fields, two large 
halls, a library, a modern air-conditioned ICT suite, a designated art room, an Aspire Base used for 
intervention work and outdoor play equipment for our children to enjoy. Bonnygate Primary is a 
Community school for boys and girls, with 253 children on roll. 
 
We work closely with Thurrock Council’s Children, Education and Families department.  We are 
also a member of a consortium of 13 local schools known as the ‘Lakeside Consortium’. The 
consortium’s corporate aim is to work together for the benefit of the local communities we 
represent.

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ADMISSION  ARRANGEMENTS 

�
Our partnership with parent/carers can start as soon as their child is 
born.  We hold a weekly group for parents, babies and toddlers.  First 
Steps, is held each Wednesday afternoon from 1 – 2.45pm, for Mums, 
Dads and carers to join together for an informal chat and 
refreshments, while their toddlers play with the toys provided. 
Parent/carers are advised to put their child’s name on our nursery 
waiting list from this young age. 
 
When children reach the age of 3, they start attending nursery for five 

morning or afternoon sessions, in our Early Years Foundation Stage, where we will foster your 
child’s learning by providing a safe, happy and caring environment. Children stay in the Early 
Years Foundation Stage, joining the full-time Reception class in the September following their 
fourth birthday. Please be aware that a place in full-time school is not automatically allocated, but 
parents/carers must apply through the local authority.  
 
Each school has a published ‘number intended to admit’ which is shown in the ‘Primary Education 
Booklet.’  Priority for admission to the school up to ‘number intended to admit’ is based on the 
following criteria:  
 

·  Children in public care 
·  Catchment area – a place is guaranteed up to the ‘number intended to admit’ for each year 

group  
·  Siblings in the primary school  
·  Distance  
·  Exceptional medical circumstances are considered on an individual basis.   

 
All school admissions are processed by Thurrock Council; forms can be obtained from the school 
office as well as the Children, Education and Families Department in Grays.  
 
Where parents are unsuccessful in securing a place at their preferred school, they can appeal by 
writing to Thurrock Council within 14 days. 
 

ARRANGEMENTS  FOR  ADMISSION  OF  CHILDREN  WITH  D ISABILITIES 

 
The school’s Disability Equality Scheme 2008-2011 has three key duties towards disabled pupils:  
 

1. Not to treat disabled pupils less favourably. 
2. To make reasonable adjustments for disabled pupils, so that they are not at a substantial 

disadvantage.  
3. To plan to increase access to education for disabled pupils.   

 
Entrances to both buildings allow wheelchair access into the school.  We have converted an area 
into disabled toilet facilities, with room to accommodate a treatment area for physiotherapy etc.  If 
you need easy access to any area of the building, then please let us know so that parking can be 
arranged nearby.  Key Stage 2 toilets were updated to include disabled toilets in the summer of 
2010. 
 
The school has an accessibility plan which is monitored by the Governing Body.  Our Equal 
Opportunities Policy is available for parent/carers who may wish to see this.   We work closely with 
the Local Authority on all matters concerning Health and Safety, ensuring that our school is a safe 
place for all our staff and pupils.   
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WORKING  TOGETHER 

 
Parent/carers are welcome to make enquiries on any matter, small or large, by 
letter, telephone or in person.  Often enquiries can be dealt with on the spot, 
although it is sometimes necessary to arrange an appointment to talk the matter 
through in more detail.  Your child’s teacher or the school office will be able to 
answer most of your questions, and will normally be your first point of contact.  
However, the Headteacher, Deputy or Leader in Learning and Teaching are 
always willing to meet with parent/carers to discuss any subject they wish to 
raise.  Please telephone or call in to the school office to make an appointment.  
 

PARENT/CARER  CONSULTATIONS  AND  REPORTS 

 
Each year, arrangements are made for parent/carers to meet formally with their child’s teacher, or 
to view children’s work, usually in November, March and July.  This is an opportunity for parents 
and carers to come in and discuss their child’s progress with the class teacher, and view the work 
in the classroom.  An annual report is issued towards the end of the summer term.   
 
We also hold meetings for parents/carers when their child is starting full-time school, moving from 
Key Stage 1 to Key Stage 2 (infants to juniors), before important national tests and residential visits 
and to inform parent/carers of new initiatives that are being introduced. 
 

NEWS  AND  SPECIAL  OCCASIONS 

 
Information about forthcoming events, educational visits, and diary dates, is 
sent home each Friday, and posted on the school website. Individual class 
letters regarding swimming, educational visits and assemblies are also sent 
to parent/carers from time to time.  Reminders and information is texted to 
parent/carers, this is particularly beneficial when a club needs to be 

cancelled at short notice. Parent/carers are encouraged to attend a variety of special events, such 
as school plays, class assemblies and a summer picnic.  Occasionally leaflets about external 
events and activities will be sent home for parent/carers; the school is not recommending this 
information, but making it available for parent/carers. 
 

SECONDARY  EDUCATION  -  MOVING ON 

 
Children go on to secondary school in the September following their eleventh birthday.  Information 
about the organisation of secondary education in Thurrock and how to express a preference will be 
sent to you early in your child’s final year at Bonnygate.   
 
We aim to make the transition to secondary school as easy as possible, and we have established 
close links with our local secondary schools, The Ockendon Academy in Erriff Drive and Ormiston 
Park Academy in Aveley.  Visits are organised before the end of the summer term, where the 
children can see the school and meet some of their future teachers.  
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PARENT/CARER  HELPERS  IN  THE  CLASSROOMS 

 
As well as helping in the classroom for activities such as cooking, reading, sewing etc. we also 
encourage parent/carers to walk with the children on ‘short walks’ around the local area, and to the 
local swimming pool.  If you would like to help out in school, please see your child’s class teacher. 
 
Please note, parent/carer volunteers in school need to be Police checked and sign a voluntary 
helper agreement.  
 

HOME  SCHOOL  AGREEMENT 

 
Bonnygate Primary School has a Home/School Agreement, which sets out the expectations and 
responsibilities from both the school’s point of view, and our families and children.   By signing the 
agreement, you will be confirming your commitment to the partnership we share in your child’s 
education.  
 

BREAKFAST  CLUB 

 
We hold a breakfast club each morning.  Children from Reception to Year 6 are 
welcome to join us from 8am for toast, cereal and drink, followed by games and 
activities.  The breakfast club is proving a very popular addition to our facilities.  There 
is a daily charge of £2 to cover staffing and food costs. 
 

 

LUNCH TIMES 

 
Children can stay for school dinners, bring a packed lunch, or go home for lunch. 
 

·  Fresh meals are cooked on the premises each day.  The cost of a school meal is £1.70 per 
day (£8.50 per week).  The correct money or cheque made payable to Thurrock Council 
should be sent into school on a Monday morning, in an envelope, clearly marked with your 
child’s name. 

 
·  Free school meals are available under certain circumstances. If you are receiving income 

support, then ask for a form from the school office, where your claim will be dealt with 
confidentially.  

 
·  Pupils who have packed lunch should bring their food in a named lunch box.  Please do not 

send in sweets, fizzy drinks or breakable bottles/containers.  We encourage children to 
enjoy a healthy lunch consisting of balanced items from the different food groups, it 
carbohydrates, protein and fruit. 

 
·  Children going home for lunch must be collected from the main reception at 12.15pm 

(Reception and KS1) or 12.30pm (KS2).  They should return at 1.15pm.

Children should not arrive at school before 8.45am, when a staff member will be on duty.  On wet 
mornings, they may come into the classroom from 8.45am.  We expect children to arrive at school 
in good time; being late is upsetting for pupils and disrupts the learning of the whole class. 
 
Children should be collected at the end of the school day by an adult known to staff.  The school 
has an agreed policy for children who are not collected at the end of the day, on time.  The 
information contained in the policy is available for parents. 
          

SCHOOL  SECURITY  AND  VEHICLE  ACCESS  

 
The safety of all children is our greatest 
concern. The two sets of pedestrian 
gates in Annalee Gardens and Araglen 
Avenue are locked at 9.05am and 
unlocked at 2.55pm. This enables 
parents/carers to deliver and collect 
children easily at the beginning and end 

of the day. It also creates the opportunity for children to be supervised effectively throughout the 
day. 
 
Gates were installed at the main entrance in the summer of 2010 to ensure that no unauthorised 
vehicle will have access to the school. Please consider our neighbours when parking outside the 
school gates; access for the emergency services must be available at all times.

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SCHOOL  UNIFORM 

 
We are proud to belong to the school community and the identity that the uniform provides.  
The uniform is intended to be smart, practical and economical. Please label all uniform and coats 
with your child’s name. Our uniform consists of:  
 
Black or grey trousers or skirts  
White or green shirts, blouses, polo shirts or T shirts  
Bottle green cardigans, fleeces or sweatshirts (with Bonnygate logo)  
 
School sweatshirts, cardigans, fleeces, PE bags and book bags can be ordered through the school 
office.  A wider range of uniform, including Bonnygate tops, can be purchased from Sue’s 
Schoolwear in Grays (01375 377253). 
 
Jewellery is not permitted, apart from stud ear-rings, but children must not wear ear-rings for PE. 
Children’s hair should be their natural colour and not an extreme style. 
 
PE Kit  - Children will need a change of clothing for PE activities.  These should be kept in a 
suitable bag in school and taken home regularly to be washed.  The kit should include shorts, T-
Shirt or leotard, plimsolls or a change of trainers.   
 
Children who are involved in any after-school sporting activities after school should bring in a 
separate kit for their activity.  
 
 
 

BREAKTIME  SNACKS 

 
Bonnygate is proud of its Healthy School status.  Children in Early Years Foundation Stage receive 
a carton of milk subsidised by the European Union, and along with Key Stage 1 receive a piece of 
free fruit each day. Key Stage 2 children are encouraged to bring in fresh fruit for breaktime.  
Sweets and crisps are not permitted at breaktime.

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ATTENDANCE 

 
At Bonnygate, we believe that ‘Every School Day Counts’.  Children are expected to attend school 
unless they are too ill to do so.  Research has shown that children with good school attendance 
built up stronger friendship groups and are happy learners.  The school regularly rewards good 
attenders, and each year children with 100% attendance receive a prize.  We run regular 
intiatiatives to encourage good attendance; recently these have included the ‘Every Day on Time’ 
prize draw and Henri the Monkey for the best attending class. In 2011 the Lakeside Cluster funded 
a circus skills workshop for the most improved attenders. 
 
Requests for holiday leave will only be granted if the holiday falls in June or July, if the child’s 
attendance is above 95%.  If your child is going to be absent for any reason apart from illness or a 
medical appointment, please complete the form ‘Request for exceptional leave’.  We wish every 
child to achieve the best that they are capable of; good attendance at school is essential for good 
progress in the classroom. 
 

ABSENCE,  ACCIDENTS  AND  SICKNESS 

 
If your child is going to be absent please contact the school office by telephone, preferably before 
the start of school.  If possible please give an indication of the likely length of absence and provide 
a written note when they return. 
 
We ask parent/carers to ensure that the school is in possession of at least two contact numbers in 
case of emergency.  Data forms are sent to parent/carers each September, however, please let the 
office staff know if any of your details change during the year. We are unable to allow the children 
to leave the premises unaccompanied during the school day and a known adult must collect any 
child who becomes unwell.  
 
We are unable to administer any medicines in school, unless they are for a long-term chronic 
condition (eg asthma). Parent/carers are welcome to come into the school and administer 
medicines themselves, by arrangement with the office.  Children with asthma should keep a 
labelled inhaler in school in case of an emergency, and parents/carers must complete an asthma 
notification sheet.  Please ensure the school is aware of any medical condition that your child may 
have. 
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CHILDREN  WITH  SPECIAL  EDUCATIONAL  NEEDS 

 
Provision for gifted and talented children is constantly reviewed in the light of their needs, and 
opportunities are made available to them throughout the school year.  
 
The school has a designated room, The Aspire Base, for small group intervention. 
 
Occasionally, children experience extra difficulty with their work, or other areas of progress and 
development.  At Bonnygate, specialist help is given according to the Special Educational Needs 
Code of Practice.  Briefly, the Code of Practice is as follows:  
 
School Action 

Initial help is given by the class teacher, who will 
inform the parent/carer of any concerns.  
 
If the child still encounters difficulty, then the class 
teacher, in consultation with the parents and the 
Inclusion Manager/Deputy Headteacher will adopt 
and monitor an individual education plan (IEP) 

tailored specifically to the difficulties the child is experiencing. 
  
School Action Plus  
 
If the difficulties persist, then the school, again, in consultation with the parent/carers, may seek the 
advice/support from an outside agency such as an Educational Psychologist, Education Welfare 
Service, Speech Therapist or Health Visitor.  
 
Statutory Assessment  
 
If having worked positively through School Action, and School Action Plus, the problem continues, 
then the school may initiate a formal assessment, following which, a decision is made as to 
whether the LA needs to produce a Statement of Special Educational Needs.  
 
In addition to funding from the LA to provide teaching support for children with statements, the 
school also supports extra teaching provision to support class teachers in helping individuals or 
small groups of children.  
 

COMPLAINTS  PROCEDURE 

 
Under the regulations of the Education Act (2002), parents have the right to make 
representation to the school, the Governing Body and the Local Authority.  In practice, 
we hope that all complaints can be resolved by the class teacher, or, if not, by the 
Headteacher.  Serious concerns should be addressed in writing to the Chair of 
Governors.  If this fails to satisfy the grievance, it should be submitted to the Governor’s 
Complaints Panel.  Appeals can be made to the Local Authority if the complaint concerns the 
National Curriculum, collective worship or religious education.  Our Complaints Procedure 
document is available in the school office.

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CURRICULUM 

  
The school uses the Primary Frameworks for Literacy and Mathematics respectively.  It also 
follows the National Curriculum guidelines for other subjects, enhancing and broadening them 
wherever possible, and building on a child’s own knowledge in a way that he or she finds 
meaningful.  We aim to offer every child the skills, concepts, knowledge and understanding that are 
appropriate to his or her level of ability and speed of working.  
 
Literacy  development is recognised as being the essential basis for all learning.  As part of the 
overall English curriculum and in common with all other schools nationally, the school 
encompasses the National Literacy Strategy, to promote and teach good practice in reading, 
writing and speaking and listening.  
 
Reading is taught carefully and systematically to all children in order that they develop the skills 
they will need to read with fluency and understanding. We use a letters and sounds scheme to 
encourage phonic knowledge. 
 
The school promotes a close liaison with parent/carers regarding children’s reading and 
encourages children to take books home.   
 
A clear and legible style of handwriting is taught throughout the school to develop style and 
fluency.  
 
In Numeracy , the National Curriculum identifies a number of attainment targets across a wide 
range of experience: number, measurement, shape and handling of data.  A large part of 
mathematical work is based on practical experience, reinforced by more formal/basic skills.  Again, 
in common with all other schools, the Mathematics curriculum encompasses the National 
Numeracy Strategy, teaching a daily lesson to develop mathematical skills and attainment.  
 
In Science Children participate in a range of scientific activities which build on and develop the 
skills and knowledge already acquired.  These include recording, observation and selecting, and 
using appropriate apparatus and equipment.  
 
Children are encouraged to apply scientific ideas to solve problems of a practical nature.  In 
addition, the children are encouraged to undertake investigations or experiments of their own.  
Natural curiosity and interest in the world is fostered and individual points of interest developed.  
 
Foundation Subjects: The school has resourced a programme of Topics which ensure that 
requirements in areas such as History, Geography, Art and Design Technology are covered both in 
terms of subject content and work study skills.  The National Curriculum requires that a number of 
attainment targets are taught in each of the subjects.  We have a designated art room and have 
developed links with Secondary are specialists in order to develop our resources.  The school 
teaches French in both key stages and is a lead school (hub) for the Lakeside Consortium, sharing 
good practice and expertise.

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ICT:   All classes are timetabled to have lessons in our modern, air-conditioned ICT suite. We are 
developing our virtual learning environment to which all children will have access, and all classes 
have an interactive whiteboard to enhance learning. These activities develop confidence, cross 
curricular skills and a greater understanding of the role of computers in use today. The school has 
developed networked Internet/Broadband and E-mail access for all children in the school.  
 
 
PE:  The PE curriculum covers a whole range of gymnastic movement and sporting activities.  As 
part of the curriculum, Key Stage 2 children in Years 3, 4, 5 and 6 have swimming lessons at The 
Ockendon School.  Children gain awards for learning to swim, for various strokes and for distance.  
 
 
Music:   Apart from music as part of the National Curriculum, many children have the opportunity 
to play a musical instrument.  We have a choir which takes part in local festivals and other events 
during the year.  Peripatetic Teachers visit the school on a regular basis to teach individual children 
to play the guitar, and whenever possible the school subscribes to the Wider Opportunities 
Programme, giving whole class teaching of a musical instrument by external teachers. 
 
 
Sex Education:  This is an integral part of the curriculum and is dealt with as necessary and for 
the appropriate age and maturity of the child.  A general approach is developed through the 
curriculum in topics such as animals, families and growth.  The school has a policy for a more 
structured approach to sex education in Year 6.  Parent/carers have the right to withdraw children 
from these lessons.  
 
 
Religious Education:  The local authority has an agreed syllabus for Religious Education and this 
is followed by the school.  An assembly is held each day.  The school also celebrates religious 
festivals throughout the year which reflect Christian culture and belief, whilst promoting an 
understanding and tolerance of other faiths.  Hindu belief, for instance, is included both in topics on 
India and as part of our society and culture.  Parent/carers who wish their children to be withdrawn 
from Religious Education and assemblies should consult the Headteacher.   
 

SCHOOL  COUNCIL 

 
At Bonnygate, we believe that our children should have a say on matters that affect them and their 
education.  Each year, classes elect two children to become members of our School Council, to 
represent the views of their class at a monthly meeting.  The council is chaired by the 
Headteacher.    Recent issues discussed at school council meetings have included the marking 
and feedback code, summer fete and children questionnaire results.   
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EXTRA  CURRICULAR  ACTIVITIES 

 
Educational Visits 
 

We encourage the children to learn from first-hand 
experience, and therefore on occasions, will organise an off-
site activity for the children, related closely to the work they 
are doing in the classroom.  Often, the visit will entail a short 
walk around the local area, and we ask parents to complete 
the ‘short walk’ permission slip when they are admitted to 
Bonnygate.  On occasions, the trip may be further afield.  We 
will always notify parent/carers of such trips, and a permission 
slip will be sent home seeking parent/carers permission.  

 
Residential trips are offered annually to children in Years 5 and 6.  In previous years we have 
visited the Belchamps Scout Camp, the Isle of Wight, East Sussex, Mersea Island and Wat Tyler 
Park.  
 
Charging for activities 
 
We aim to provide activities that build on the subjects of the National Curriculum and are important 
to pupils’ experiences.  The school does not receive extra funding for these activities and may ask 
parent/carers for a voluntary contribution for activities such as educational visits, visiting speakers 
and entertainers.  No child will be excluded from such activities if a contribution is not received, but 
the visit may be cancelled if insufficient voluntary contributions are received.  If there is a specific 
reason you are unable to make a contribution and you would like to discuss 
this with the Headteacher, please feel free to make an appointment to do so. 
 
There is no subsidy for residential visits and parent/carers are required to 
cover the full cost. 
 
In addition to educational visits, many teachers offer before and after school 
or lunch time clubs.  Details of the clubs are distributed at the beginning of 
each term and children are allocated places on a first come, first served 
basis. Clubs at the moment include singing, football, hockey, gardening, 
German, French, sewing, art and crafts, multi-sports and film club.
